In everything, do to others as you would have them do to you; for this is the law and the prophets. - Christianity, Jesus, Matthew 7:12

Do not treat others in ways that you yourself would find hurtful. - Buddhism, The Buddha, Udana-Varqa 5.18


This is the sum of duty: do not do to others what would cause pain if done to you. - Hinduism, Mahabharata 5:1517


Not one of you truly believes until you wish for others that you wish for yourself. - Islam, The Prophet Muhammad, 13th of the 40 Hadiths of Nawawi


Lay not on any soul a load that you would not wish to be laid upon you, and desire not for anyone the things you would not desire for yourself. - The Baha'i Faith, Baha'u'llah, Gleanings


Mitakuye Oyasin (We Are All Related)  – Native American, Lakota prayer


Do not do unto others whatever is injurious to yourself. - Zoroastrianism, Zoroaster, Shayast-na-Shayast 13.29
